education.  Mom’s House provides free childcare 

and other support services to single parents with 

infants to preschool age children who desire to 

take responsibility for their family’s future.  The 

emphasis on education to enhance opportunities 

gives hope to single parents who desire a better 

life for two generations, namely themselves and 

their children.   

 

In the U.S., an estimated one million teens be-

come pregnant each year, with nearly 560,000 

giving birth. Two out of 

three pregnant teenagers 

drop out of school. 

Nearly half of unmarried 

teens receive welfare 

within two years of  

giving birth.  An  

estimated $6.9 billion in 

costs and lost tax   

revenues are a result of the teen pregnancy crisis. 

In addition, the level of education directly im-

pacts earning potential. According to the US 

Census Bureau, individuals with an advanced 

degree not only make more at the beginning of 

their career but the degree to which their wages 

increase is greater. 

 

Mom’s House, Inc. started in Johnstown, PA in 

1983.  There are currently a total of seven Mom’s 

Houses in four states—Pennsylvania, Delaware, 

Ohio, and New York. 

 

Since 1991, Mom’s House of Lancaster has 

 provided support to over 184 single parents and 

helped 72 parents graduate and find meaningful 

employment. 

 
In 2006, Mom’s House of Lancaster served 53 

parents and children. We had a 78%retention rate 

and no repeat pregnancies.
